• Donations: Tiered sponsorship that 
will goes directly towards a child’s 
education.

• Meal Sponsorship: Decide on 
covering the meal cost of RM60 per 
person for participants and refugee 
guests, or opt for a cost-sharing 
approach with staff contributions.
